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Let’s do not underestimate the people's struggle - Be a
responsible people's representative.

It seems that the present government is underestimating and neglecting their
responsibility as people’s representatives in the face of the social struggle triggered by
the hardships faced by the people as a whole due to the serious economic and socio-
political crisis that Sri Lanka is currently facing. The PAFFREL deeply regrets the
irresponsible conduct of the Government, Members of the Parliament and The party
leaders in the past few days.

Although the people's struggles consolidate the democratic framework, they imply
the failure and the inefficiency of the rulers. We wish to emphasize that the
responsibility of finding a sustainable solution to the current problem within the
framework of the Constitution lies in the incumbent President and the Cabinet
Ministers and the Parliament as well.

However, neither the government nor parliament has been able to come up with an
adequate program or a plan of action in this respect. At least not enough attention has
been paid to have it included in the agenda of the Parliamentary sittings scheduled to
be convened on the 19th, 20th and 21st of April 2022. It could result in exacerbating the
revulsion of the public against people’s representatives. At the same time, the country
is heading towards a serious economic abyss. Apparently, you will not be able to
escape the responsibility if the social unrest develops to an uncontrollable level
creating a violent atmosphere in the country leading to loss of human lives.

Therefore, at this crucial moment, the government, led by the President and the
Parliament should meet immediately and come up with their solutions to address the
problems. However, it is surprising that the Parliament does not meet regularly when
the country is in such an economic and political crisis.
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As an election monitoring organization, PAFFREL has contributed to all the elections
to create an equal ground of contest for all the People's Representatives. Therefore, we
would like to emphasize several facts to the People's Representatives of the
Government and the Opposition for their immediate attention.

1. The government should admit the fact that there is a serious economic and
socio-political crisis in the country, for which they are also responsible and,
realize that finding solutions for them is their prime responsibility

2. The leaders representing the government should immediately stop making
unscrupulous statements that underestimate the people's struggle.

3. They should refrainfrom all attempts to dilute the struggle disregarding the
message given by the people's struggle, quoting the mandate obtained in the
last election.

4. As the public confidence in most of you has now been eroded drastically, the
government should take at least the minimum possible steps that are
acceptable to them with immediate effect to restore the level of confidence.
We are of the view that the first step in this direction could be initiated by
the Government by restoring the 19th Amendment with necessary positive
changes and place before the Parliament immediately.

5. The readiness of the government and to take immediate positive measures
to address the crisis should be placed before the country immediately.

6. Instead of adopting anti-democratic tactics to retain or gain the majority in
Parliament, it is important that an open dialogue should be initiated and all
parties make a sincere effort to comprehend the seriousness of the crisis
without engaging in political games any more.

7. The opposition political parties also should act responsibly in the face of the
grave challenge facing the country, regardless of the issues of political
merits or disadvantages.

It is important to keep in mind that your conduct at this moment will certainly have a
direct impact on the behavior of the voters in future elections.
At this juncture, all of us are faced with a situation where we should set aside power
struggles and act in unison, regardless of political, ethnic, religious or class
differences.



The political stability secured through elections alone will not be a permanent solution
to this crisis. It is necessary that we should have a common program, at least for the
next two years in order to achieve this end. The present government should take
immediate action to find a solution within the existing constitutional framework,
paying sincere attention to the public protest. With each passing day, the discontent
and restlessness of the people will increase pushing them further towards the civil
disobedient.
